The Town of Bronson in its capacity to conduct zoning and planning for the municipal area is establishing this Zoning Compliance Verification to fulfill that purpose. This compliance verification, to be issued by the Town of Bronson Manager or designee is a necessary first step in obtaining a building permit(s), which is governed by Florida Statute and the Florida Building Code, and obtained through the Levy County Development Department, per the interlocal agreement. 


2. An estimate of the direct economic impact of the proposed ordinance on private, for-profit businesses in the Town, if any:
(a) An estimate of direct compliance costs that businesses may reasonably incur;
(b) Any new charge or fee imposed by the proposed ordinance or for which businesses will be financially responsible; and

The Town of Bronson, through the collection of the $50 fee for Zoning Compliance Verification, will generate new revenue. The amount is dependent upon building and development within the Town but is not expected to be significant.
